100 Yard Run - Candidate willrunone hundred (100) yardsintwenty-five (25) seconds orless.

Vehicle Push- Candidate will push amid-sized, unoccupied vehicle in the neutral position on asemi-
level grade adistance of forty (40) feetin eighty {80) seconds orless.

DummyDrag- Candidate willdrag/pullaweighted dummy, approximately six (6) feettall, weighing
approximately one hundred, sixty-five {165) pounds adistance offifty (50) feet across a semi-level grade.
Obstacle Course-Candidate willcompletea forty (40) yard obstacle course consisting of
obstacles/barriers at various heights, such asfences and agility barriers inforty-five (45) seconds or
less.*

Sit-Ups - Candidate will complete twenty (20) sit-ups with knees bent, hands held behind head, and with
an assistant holding feetdown in sixty (60) seconds orless.

Each candidate willhave aten (10) second rest period between each stage except for stage one {1). There
will be aninety {90) second rest period between stage one (1) and stage two {2).

«Current obstacle course consists of a series of serpentine cones, stepping through aseries of tires, a balance
beam, and physical barriers approximately three (3) feet, four (4) feet, and five (5) feet in height.
